Just how much damage can one
"idealist" do? According to Jim
Powell 's masterful book: quite a lot.
Without President Woodrow Wil-
son's decision to throw in with the
French and British during World
War I (1914-1918), the world might
have avoided some of the worst hor-
rors of the 20th century, including
the mass murders perpetrated by
Hitler and Stalin.
     Wilson's blundering per se did
not shape the politics, ideas or lead-

ers of  any foreign country. Rather, Powell contends that Wil-
son's actions made it easier for the monsters to rise. By break-
ing the stalemate between the Allied Powers and the Central
Powers, U.S. entry in the war enabled the all ies to impose vin-
dictive terms of peace. That meant Hitler could exploit German
feelings of humiliation to wrest power. Collateral missteps in
Wilson's policy toward Russia helped Lenin grab power in that
country. Lenin, of course, led to Stalin.
     We can't know for sure what would have happened if Wilson
had kept America out of  the war, had not urged Russia to re-
main as a combatant, had not cheered the revolutionaries com-
ing to power there without knowing anything about them. But
Powell builds as robust a case as one can build that American
involvement made matters worse, a lot worse, not better. His
interdisciplinary l ibertarian perspective -- Powell was a long-
time editor of Laissez Faire Books -- makes the book especially
satisfying and thought-provoking.

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     Around the world there are little bod-
ies of people who quite l iterally control
the destinies of  others. That thought hor-
rifies me. These are people who are al-
lowed to make decisions as to what other
people may, or may not, do with their own
lives, bodies or property. Individuals with
little or no stake in the results are able to
decide for people for whom their deci-
sion may literally be life or death.
     Consider the story of Ronald “Bo”
Ward. He owned a small business, Bo’s
Barber Shop down in Clarksvil le, Tennes-
see. Bo’s barber shop was something of
an institution. Part of the reason was that
Bo was will ing to give haircuts to local
military personnel even if they didn’t
have the money to pay for it. The com-
manding general of the 101st Airborne
Division and Fort Campbell actually is-
sued a statement about Bo. He called Bo
an “ icon”  “known for his hospitality,
warm smile and engaging conversation”
and someone “who genuinely cared about
soldiers.”
     Bo expanded his shop and found him-
self in some financial difficulties. He had
a way out; his home. He asked for per-
mission to rezone his property to com-
mercial. As commercial property the
value would increase and Bo would be
able to get the f inancing he needed to see
himself through the rough patch. A month
ago he said that if the application “doesn’t
go through, I lose my home, I lose my
shop, I lose everything I got.”
     But his plan requires asking a group
of faceless bureaucrats to grant him per-
mission to use his own property in a more
profitable way. The city council voted 5-
7 against the request.
     Bo’s response was simple: “Y’all have
put me under. I’m out of here.” Bo Ward
pulled out a handgun and shot himself in
the head. Bo’s life was out of his control.
It was in the hands of other people.
     Consider the problem of politics. Each
government off icial makes decisions
which have an impact on others. They
may give, or deny, permission to an indi-
vidual to use their l ife, l iberty or prop-
erty in the way that they choose. I f the
bureaucrats make the “right”  decision
they gain nothing. If they make the wrong

decision they lose nothing.
    They have nothing of substance on the
line, not l ike the people who’s l ives they
hold in the palms of their hands. A sim-
ple nod of the head can change a life. To
have such power over others strikes me
as inhumane. At the very best it is inde-
cent.
     I consider myself a rather smart guy. I
know where I stand on the IQ chart. I
know what I’ m capable of doing. Yet, I’d
never feel comfortable having this type

wrong” decision. It’s just another vote,
another decision. What those decisions
mean to the people they control is very
significant to them. For Piper it was just
another vote. For Bo Ward it was life or
death.
     Mayor Piper says the council “showed
no guilt because they did what they were
asked to do, as far as handling the busi-
ness of the city.”  The business of the city!
It was Bo’s business that they controlled
at that moment.

of power over the lives of other people.
It is one thing if individuals make a deci-
sion and discover it is the wrong one. But
what happens to these people when they
are powerless to make that decision and
are forced to rely on the decisions of oth-
ers, other people who lose absolutely
nothing if they act wrongly?
     Bo Ward’s l ife was out of his own con-
trol. It was handed over to a group of peo-
ple who call themselves the city council.
But does it really matter that much if they
are called a council or a lord, a king or
even “master” . Can humans ever realize
the danger and obscenity of  allowing
some people to rule over others?
     The city mayor, Johnny Piper, tells the
council “ How you voted was not right or
wrong.” What?? Is that really how he sees
things? The decisions politicians make
can literally destroy other people. And this
man actually says there is no “right or

     This is part of  the problem with the
political class, they see things as “affairs
of state” or “government business” when
in reality they are controll ing other hu-
man beings. Piper says he will be putting
in metal detectors because he’s concerned
about “ security for elected off icials.”
How nice! He’s concerned about himself
and his fellow politicians. How concerned
was he about Bo Ward and what impact
his decision would have on that one citi-
zen? Apparently not very concerned at all.
     Another city council member showed
a similar sensitivity. Council member
Marc Harris says he had no regrets over
his vote. “The vote should’ve been 12
nos,” he bitched. I guess the fact that five
council members didn’t agree with him
causes a problem. If it were unanimous
he could comfort himself by being part
of the collective.

The tragic death of Bo Ward



One of  the insurmountable problems of
government is that it allows the sort of
thinking that Harris and Piper show so
clearly. Since they are each a member of
this impersonal machine they take no re-
sponsibility for what they do. It’s the sys-
tem. They can cast votes with l ittle con-
sideration that this might destroy people
and their l ives, they comfort themselves
that they personally are not responsible.
It is the system.
     Government is l ike a glorified lynch
mob where each participant convinces
himself that what he is doing must be right
since everyone else is doing it as well.
And Harris is acting like he’s the victim.
He says, “I ’m at the point where I want
my life back.” Sort of the way Bo Ward
wanted his l ife back. But Bo didn’t con-
trol his own life that night, the city coun-
cil did.
     This collective mentality, this idea of
seeing oneself  as just a cog in the ma-
chine called government, destroys the
concept of responsibil ity. Felix Morley
once wrote that “the State has no con-
science.” A conscience is the attribute of
an individual. But in politics decisions are
made by groups so no one individual feels
responsible.
     Each politicians feels less and less re-
sponsible for the outcome, as there are
more and more of them controll ing the
outcome. The “ government” decides not
the individual so the “government”  is re-
sponsible not the individual politicians.
And the bigger government gets the more
it has. But the bigger it gets the less there
is any sense of  individual responsibil ity
among those who wield that power. What
a lethal combination is being created by
this thing called government. More and
more power is concentrated in it while
there is less and less individual moral re-
straint.
     So you end up with people with vast
amounts of power over others, who have
no real incentive to make good decisions,
and who feel l imited responsibility for the
consequences of their decisions. The re-
sult of this is tragedy for the Bo Wards of
the world.
     The really sad thing is that most of the
Bo Wards out there, who have their l ives
devastated by government, simply never
make the news. And Bo Ward wouldn’t
have either but for the dramatic way in
which he ended his l ife. Consider an al-

ternative ending.
     Bo walks out of  the meeting dejected.
In a few months time the financial crunch
is too much. He can’t raise the funds he
needs and his business goes under. He
can’ t pay for his house and it is repos-
sessed. At his age, with just the skills of a
barber, he has limited job possibil ities. He
suffers great emotional stress watching
his family put out of their home.
     Maybe he takes to drink. It helps him
forget the troubles and the pain and shame
he feels in fail ing the people he loves. One
night, after a l ittle too much to drink, he
gets into his car but he never finishes his
journey. There is an accident and he is
kil led. There might be a mention in the
local newspaper about the local man, who
once owned a barber shop, and how he
was kil led in a car accident. Yet his fate
was actually sealed the night the council
voted 5-7 to deny him the right to use his
own property in the way he wished.
     With this sort of ending no one would
be traumatized, except his grieving fam-
ily and friends. The city council members
would continue on, blithely ignoring the
reality that they are controling the lives
of other people.
     Thousands of people daily have their
l ives turned upside-down by the politi-
cians. It might be the young National
Guard member who dies in Iraq. It may
be the cancer patient who can’t eat but
can’ t use marijuana medicinally to help
himself to treat the nausea.
     Vast powers, in the hands of fall ible
men and women, without the incentive
to do the right thing. Vast powers, being
held by people who feel l ittle moral re-
sponsibility for the outcomes they create.
And most of the time they never see the
trail of tragedies that they create during
their career of “serving” the people. They
never see it because the disasters happen

outside their range of vision. Bo Ward’s
action, as horrible and tragic as it was,
was done right in front of them.
     He didn’t let them escape the conse-
quences that they imposed on him by their
vote. He made it real to them. What they
do does direct the destiny of other human
beings. But the consequences of those
decisions rest almost entirely with the
victims of the politicization of l ife. Bo
Ward’s action made the consequences real
to the people who made the decision. For
that they will never forgive him. They will
denounce him. They will be angry with
him. They will tell everyone it was his
own fault.
     Bo Ward broke the il lusion that con-
troll ing the lives of other people is merely
a necessary thing. He brought individual
responsibil ity right into the laps of the
decision-makers. Instead of  going away
quietly, and suf fering the consequences
that the council would create, he made
those consequences apparent, and in-
stantly obvious to people who had long
ago forgotten that their power can destroy
the lives of others.
     This may haunt some of the politi-
cians. Most will ignore it. Most will for-
get that there are victims each time they
sign their resolutions or make their deci-
sions. Most will argue that they have no
moral responsibil ity for the trauma they
create. They will tell everyone how they
are necessary and they will pat each other
on the back. They will call it “serving
their fellow man” — I wonder if the plan-
tation owner convinced himself that he
was “ helping” the slaves he lorded over?
And when they retire they will give each
other laudatory farewell speeches and
awards and brag about their altruism. And
they can do this because, unlike Bo Ward,
most their victims went away and suffered
outside their view.
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Out-of-control , big government is putting the
squeeze on more and more Americans. Joel Miller
does more than merely show the tragedies inflicted
by statism.

     The BBC dramatically reported on
September 14, 2007 that: “The most di-
rect shipping route from Europe to Asia
is fully clear of  ice for the f irst time since
records began.”  But those records only
began in 1978.
     The first time!! !! Really? How can
they say that? They previously reported
on September 10, 2000 that: “A Canadian
police patrol boat has completed a voy-
age through the fabled Northwest Passage
without encountering any pack ice.”
    How many “first times” are there at the
BBC? Is this the environmental equiva-
lent being a virgin, again?
    National Geographic reports the Pas-
sage “is ice free for the f irst time since

satell ite records began in 1978”.
     Slashdot announced “ Impassable
Northwest Passage Opens For First Time
in History”. Canada.com referred to the
Passage as the “historically impassable
maritime shortcut”. Associated Press re-
ported that the ice melt is “raising the pos-
sibil ity that the Northwest Passage that
eluded famous explorers will become an
open shipping lane.” Saying it eluded
them is pretty clear. No one has ever been
through the Northwest Passage because
of heavy ice.
     The Melbourne Herald-Sun called the
Passage “the dreamed of yet historically
impassable maritime shortcut...” The en-

vironmental site Environmental Graffiti
reports that “Explorers have searched for
it for centuries and failed.” The it being
the Northwest Passage. But they report
that now it has been discovered thanks to
“our malignant l ittle friend: global warm-
ing.” The New York Post has also told the
world that until now, the Northwest Pas-
sage has “eluded explorers”. And Scien-
tific American has called this a “histori-
cally impassable route”.
     You get the drift. The world’s media
is reporting variations on the same theme.
Google news shows almost 1,300 outlets
reporting this story. The basic claim is that
the Passage is passable today and this is
the first time in recorded history. Some
mention that the recorded history is since
1978, while others make it sound like this
is the first since human history began, a
much longer period and a far more dra-
matic claim. Either claim is false. As

noted the BBC re-
ported the exact same
story in 2000.
     We should also
look at the claim that
the ice has always
been so thick that the
Northwest Passage
has been “ historically
impassable”. Most at-
tempts by explorers to
find this passage hap-
pened during the Lit-
tle Ice Age. I would
think they would have
had great dif f iculty

making it through the Passage under ice
age conditions. But are they saying that
after the Little I ce Age ended that no one
has made it through the Passage? They
seem to be.
     The problem is that ships have sailed
through the Northwest Passage before to-
day and long before a police patrol did it
in 2000. It has happened numerous times.
The historically impassable route has
been passed through many times.
     Here is a photo (see next page) of the
St. Roch. It’s a wooden ship, not some
massive, metall ic icebreaker. According
to the Vancouver Maritime Museum web

site, this 104 foot wooden ship sailed
through the Northwest Passage from 1940
to 1942, that was from west to east. In
1944 it did it again from from east to west.
King George VI  awarded Captain Henry
Larsen, and the crew, the Polar Medal for
making the 1944 voyage.
     The Maritime Museum also includes
a little information about the Northwest
Passage as well. And they specifically
mention that the famed Norwegian ex-
plorer Roald Amundsen “became the first
person to sail the entire Passage from east
to west”  and that was in 1906.
     Remember that police patrol boat that
went through the Passage on the other
“ f irst” time in 2000? I t was actually
named the St. Roch II. I t sailed the same
route as the first St. Roch as a fund raiser
to help preserve the original ship. They
were re-enacting the previous voyage
from 60 years earlier.
      The USS Storis made the journey in
1957 as a US Coast Guard history of the
ship mentions. They do claim, falsely, that
this trip “ended a 450-year search for the
Northwest Passage”  neglecting to men-
tion the St. Roch did it twice before them
and Amundsen did so as well. Here is a
photo of the Storis during its 1957 trip
through the Northwest Passage.
     A Dutch businessman, Willy de Roos,
56, made a solo voyage through the
Northwest Passage in 1977 which the
Canadian Broadcasting Network reported
widely. They also reported on the S.S.
Manhattan making the trip through the
Passage in 1969
     A couple of  Canadians, Mike Beedell
and Jeffrey MacInnis, sailed through the
Northwest Passage using a catamaran
with wind power only. That was in 1988.
And in 1985 there was a diplomatic row
between the U.S. and Canada because the
ship, the Polar Sea, was setting sail
through the Northwest Passage and hadn’t
asked Canadian permission. The U.S. ar-
gued it was international waters and
Canada said it wasn’t.
     Even tourists on the M.V. Lindblad, a
Swedish ship, have traveled through the
Northwest Passage. They did it with luxu-

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rious food and in comfort. The trip was a
40 day trip f rom Newfoundland to Japan
via the Passage and cost the tourists
$16,000 to $22,000 in 1984! The captain
was interviewed by Canadian radio and
said that the ice was in retreat and the
water was open. That was back during the
time when the panic mongers were push-
ing the global cooling theory. The
Lindblad made a second trip through the
Passage in 1988.

     In 1977 another
Canadian ship, with
four Canadians,
made the trip
through the Passage
as well. A t one
point of  their trip
they sailed together
with the Dutch
busi nessman who
was making the
sol o trip. So you
had two dif ferent
ships traveling
through the “ his-
torically i mpass-
able” Passage at the
same time. I guess
that is the Passage’s

equivalent of a rush hour.
     With just a few minutes of research
we were able to compile twelve cases of
vessels traveling through the Northwest
Passage. Yet major media outlets from
around the world are pretending that such
trips have never been possible until this
year. The BBC didn’t even check their
own web site.
     Once “ global warming” is mentioned

all critical faculties are shut down in the
media. They don’t verify facts. They just
repeat the claims that are made.
     We simply don’t how often the North-
west Passage has been relatively ice free
before the 1978 satell ite data started be-
ing collected. But we do have two differ-
ent But given that the planet has been
much warmer than today, in the past, it is
likely the Passage has been ice free on
many occasions.
    Regardless of that, the history of  ships
traveling through the Northwest Passage
has been well documented. This is not
conjecture or guessing. It is a historical
fact. We’ve had small wooden ships do
it, luxury tourist boats, a solo voyage, and
numerous other incidents.
     The only reason I can think of that
explains why journalists, who repeated
the false claims of this story, didn’t bother
to do any research is because these claims
have been linked to global warming. They
don’t want to be called “deniers”  by the
warming alarmists. Global warming to
the Lef t is what “ terrorism”  is to the
Right. It is an issue that is meant to be so
scary that one is supposed to close down
their mind, repeat the slogans, and obey.

Though the United States is the world
leader in science and technology,
many of its citizens display a shock-
ing ignorance regarding basic scien-
tific facts.
